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GUIDELINES TO PREPARE THE PAPER
1. For word processing use WORD for Windows (for IBM compatibles) on A4 paper leaving 2.8 cm on left and right margins, 2.0 cm for top and bottom margins.

2. At the top of the first page write the title of the paper in the center using Times New Roman font size 16 bold.  In the center of the following line write the name of the author(s) using font size 14 bold followed on the next line by his/her/their affiliation(s) using font size 14 regular.  In the center of the next line write the author’s e-mail using font size 12 regular.

3. The main body of the text should be typed in size 14 (regular), subtitles in font size 14 (bold).  Diagrams, tables and notes in font size 12 (regular).  
4. Use double spacing in the main text and single spacing for tables and notes.

5. The full paper should be at most 30 pages long including illustrations and references.

6. Comments and notes should be listed at the end of the text citing full references.  In case of citing from the same reference several times only the page number(s) should be written after the word ibid.
7. Arabic references should be listed alphabetically at the end of the paper followed by English ones.  For each reference please list the name of author(s), title, publisher, place, date then page numbers.

8. Diagrams, tables, drawings and photographs should be set within the text where they are mentioned.  If they are attached separately, their position within the text should be indicated.

9. The paper should be sent by e-mail together with all illustrations and attachments. 
10. Please fill out the attached copyright form and enclose it with the paper.
11. Please send a brief C.V. on half A4 paper using font size 12 and single spacing.

Note: The final decision on acceptance will be taken when the full paper is assessed, and also when it meets the above requirements.
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
